A. Disconnect electrical power at the fuse or circuit breaker box before installing or servicing any part of
this fixture.

B. Carefully remove the fixture and parts bag from the carton.

C. Remove components from the parts bag.

D. Remove mounting bracket (1) from the fixture (3) by removing two finials (4).

E. Install mounting bracket (1) to the 3-0 or 4-0 junction box (not provided) using two screws (2) to secure it.
Note: tighten two center screws (6) after the cross bar is leveled to secure it.

Wiring — All wiring must take place inside the junction box (not included)
