Step 1 — Preparing for installation

A. Disconnect electrical power at the fuse or circuit breaker box before
installing or servicing any part of this fixture.

B. Carefully remove the fixture and parts bag from the carton.

C. Remove components from the parts bag.

D. Remove the diffuser (5) from the fixture (1) by sliding two clips (6) toward
the center of the fixture and remove.

E. Remove the center cover (4) by squeezing to one side until the edge is out
of the two captive lances and pull away from the channel.

F. Remove knockout (K/O) using flathead screwdriver and pliers.

G. Position the fixture (1) onto the ceiling aligning K/O with the 3-0 or 4-0 \
junction box and mark all appropriate mounting locations for drywall / = |\ N “‘-\ : LoceT
anchors.

Step 2 — Wiring fixture

Make all wire connections to appropriate wire. Secure with wire nuts (provided).

Connect the green wire from the fixture to the supply power source ground wire.

Connect the white wire from the fixture to the white (N) wire from the supply power source.
Connect the black wire from the fixture to the black (L) wire from the supply power source.
Do not mix wires. Pull on each wire lead to make sure connections are secure. Make certain no bare wires are exposed outside of wire connectors. Tuck all
connections neatly into the junction box.

Step 3 — Color Changing Temperature Adjustment, CCT (if desired)
A. CCT switch is located inside and on the LED board. Adjust switch to desired temperature of 3000K or 4000K as seen below. Note: Fixture is
preset to 3000K from factory.

Step 4 — Install Cover & Diffuser
A. Install the center cover (4) by placing first long edge inside both captive lances and swing the other side and squeeze until the edge is inside all captive lances
to secure it.
B. Install the diffuser (5) by gently inserting one end inside the end cap of the channel then level the diffuser up against the channel and slide until both ends
disappeared using both clips (6) to secure it.

Step 5 — Restore power at the fuse or circuit breaker box
